1.0 
INTRODUCTION

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this effort is to acquire web-site software and license, technical support, documentation of Configuration Management, technical advice and analyzed data sets of the Federal acquisition and grants funding to support the effort of Office of Management and Budget (OMB), and the General Services Administration (GSA) to comply with the requirements of the FFATA Act of 2006 (P.L. 109-282).  The Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) requires in part that full data sets of Federal government’s funding of grants, loans, cooperative agreements and other forms of financial assistance be made available and easily searchable and displayed on the web.  This acquisition is to purchase some of the existing groomed data and operational software for delivery in three days after contract award and to display on a website, on Federal Government acquisitions and grants, and to make available and operational on Government hosted web site within 3 weeks after contract award. .  The acquisition data is Federal acquisition activity data from the Federal Procurement Data System (FPDS) and other sources that have been analyzed to provide more consistency, logical, easily searchable and significant statistical analysis on multiple data fields.  The Federal grants data is from the Federal Assistance Award Data System (FAADS), and the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services’ Web site, www.Grants.gov and other sources that have been analyzed to provide more consistent, logical, searchable results and significant statistical analysis on multiple data fields.  Both data sets are for the years 2000 through 2007.  The contract will require complete 2007 data to be delivered when it becomes available and will require updates through 2008.

1.2 Background

The Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) of 2006 directs the OMB to lead the development, by January 2008, of a single searchable website, accessible by the public free of charge including, for each Federal Contract, Grant, Loan and other awards, the following information:

· the name of the entity receiving the award; 

· the amount of the award; 

· information on the award including transaction type, funding
            agency, etc; 

· the location of the entity receiving the award;

· and primary location of  performance, including the city, State, congressional 

            district and county; and

· a unique identifier of the entity receiving the award. 

2.0  
SCOPE OF WORK (SOW)

The scope of this SOW is to acquire a web-site with software and license, technical support, documentation of Configuration Management, technical advice and analyzed data sets of the Federal acquisition and grants funding, for the period of FY2000 through FY2007 with updates in FY2008 including the web display software to allow searching and filtering on many data fields that aggregates federal spending information and establishes the existing relationships between organizations receiving Federal financial assistance (referred to as FFATA data).  

The website hosted, launched and operated by the Government based on the data and software acquired here will ensure that the public has free, timely and accurate access to federal spending information, enable members of the public to enter queries against FFATA data, handle subsequent database processing (to include database access, query processing, reports, downloads and data aggregation), and support presentation of search results in an intuitive, user-friendly format.   

The website will include a centralized data structures providing FFATA data elements and be pre-populated with agency data no less recent than February, 2007 and preferably on-going currently. 

The Contractor shall provide technical advice/support services to assist in implementing the FFATA data and supporting application to include configuration and minor modifications as specified below in Task 3.  The software will be open source and/or the government will have full and unlimited rights to use the web-site, software, and data, and have the ability to fully alter the website (both in terms of look & feel and underlying programming logic) throughout the 10 year lifecycle.  This effort shall include, but not be limited to:  FFATA data analysis and support, implementing an initial set of already proven capabilities to the public for the Federal funding data display and search, configuration management and on-going integrate data sets.  The services provided by the contractor will be FFATA data and supporting proven capabilities to the public in nature.  

The functionality sought is the same as those seen at www.FedSpending.org.  The Government cited this as an easily visible statement of functionality without preference for it or any other.  There may be other satisfactory sites, but this example is publicly open to all, without registration and provides the functionality sought.  FedSpending.Org is owned by OMB Watch and the appearance and software there is owned and protected by them. The Government shall not accept a reproduced version of FedSpending.Org from an unauthorized source, but other offerors may have existing equivalent functionality to propose independently.  

3.0 TASKS AND DELIVERABLES

The Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) requires, in part, that full data sets of Federal government’s funding of grants, loans, cooperative agreements and other forms of financial assistance be made available and easily searchable and displayed on the web.  Loan data will be added by the Government later.  This acquisition is to purchase some of the data and operational software to display on a website, on Federal Government acquisitions and grants, and make available and operational within 3 days after contract award.  The acquisition data is Federal acquisition activity data from the Federal Procurement Data System (FPDS) and other sources that have been analyzed to provide more consistency, logical, easily searchable and significant statistical analysis on multiple data fields.  The Federal grants data is from the Federal Assistance Award Data System (FAADS) and other sources that have been analyzed to provide more consistent, logical, searchable results and significant statistical analysis on multiple data fields.  Both data sets are for the years 2000 through 2007.  The contract will require complete 2007 data to be delivered when it becomes available and will require updates through 2008

The contractors shall provide to the Government the data required above along with information about the type of things that are done to the data to make it rational and searchable along with the presentation software with unlimited rights to use.  

Deliverables will include the following:

3.1 An Already Publicly Proven Developed Website

Task 3.1.1
· Provide the web-site software and license– to include all source code, related files, database schemas, download of search data results, and actual data, to be installed by the Government in Government hosting facilities to be operated and maintained by the Government. That will allow the government to establish an operational website similar to the www.fedspending.org website as it currently exists. 

· Provide technical support to assist in installation and configuration of the initial version of the website software within three weeks after contract award.  The Government shall provide a suitable hosting environment.  The initial version will include all data and functionality to www.fedspending.org ), as well as minor cosmetic modifications (banner, help text, etc.).  Furthermore, the Government will install, configure the hardware and provide the necessary support software in the initial environment.  The initial version will include all data presently available but not less the year 2000 through February 2007, and is expected to be available with in three weeks after contract award. 

· Provide limited technical advice to assist with minor user-interface customizations such as:

· Banner changes to make it the Government’s site.

· Color changes

· Text changes

· Help file changes

· Provide technical advise for incorporating website  improvements, including performance and reliability

The operational data and display product must allow public searches of the acquisition activity by fiscal year (2000-2007) with filters, sorts and/ or queries.  Equivalent functionality will be permitted.  The following capabilities are desired:

8.  Overview statistics by agency.

9.  Search by agency.

10.  Advance search by agency permitting filtering on 9 different data fields.

11. Search by competition type

12.  Statistical overview by product or service provided

13.  Open search by contractor name

The operational data and display product must allow public searches of the grant activity by fiscal year (2000-2007) with filters, sorts and/or queries. Equivalent functionality will be permitted.  The following capabilities are desired:

1.  Top 100 Grantees Recipients

2.  Grant Awards by State (of recipients)

3.  Statistical overview by grant type

4.  Statistical overview by Congressional District.

5.  Advance search by place of performance permitting screening by 9 data fields.

6.   Statistical overview by state of Awards by Grantee state.

7.   Overview statistics by agency.

8.   Advance search by agency permitting filtering on 8 different data fields.

9.   Statistical overview by type of assistance.

10.  Search by agency

11.   Search by program

12.  Search by words in program name

4.0 
DELIVERABLE INSTRUCTIONS

Contractor shall provide all software/data in electronic format – both via email (to the extent possible) and on CD/DVD-ROM. This is to include all source code, database schemas, HTML, executable files, and documentation that exist, etc. necessary to allow the government to install and operate the application in a government web-hosting environment. The Government Contracting Officer Technical Representative (COTR) and Program Manager (PM) will coordinate with the contractor on the media format identified after award.
The Government will have two (2) work days to complete the review of each deliverable and may require additional three (3) work days for review by the executive committee.  During the review period, the COTR will have the right to reject, or require correction of, any deficiencies or omissions found in the deliverables that are contrary to the information contained in the SOW and/or COTR   instructions.  In the event of rejection of any deliverable, the contractor will be notified by email by the COTR of the specific reasons why the deliverable is being rejected.  The contractor shall have three (3) workdays to correct the rejected deliverable and return it to the COTR. If contractor resubmits deliverable containing deficiencies, the contractor will be notified in writing by the COTR of the specific reasons why the deliverable is again being rejected, and the contractor shall have one (1) workday to correct remaining deficiencies.

GOVERNMENT RIGHTS IN DATA

All data, software and supporting materials acquired under this contract become the property of the U.S. Government.  Under no circumstances shall a offeror place a copyright that will in any way limit the Government's use of any of the materials that the vendor develops, provides and/or receives payment for under this contract.  The Government will not resell the software or data.  The contractor and others that hold rights retain their full rights to their version of the software and all data, and may resell to any non-Federal Government entity.

The Government will display the software and data on publicly accessible web site(s).  The Government and its contractors will modify the software to change the appearance and functionality.  A reference will be included in the website recognizing the original sources of the analyzed, relationship oriented data set and software.

 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE  

The period of performance for this award is 19 months after contract award.

The contractor will perform the work at the contractor’s facilities and at GSA facilities in the Washington, DC metropolitan area.

The Contractor shall not provide any government documents, information, or licensed material in any form to sources not authorized by OMB without written approval of the COTR during the period of performance of this requirement and any time afterwards.  Execution of non-disclosure statements will be required.
